
 
 
 WELCOME, to the 9th annual Kapuskasing Lumberjack Heritage Festival des bûcherons, 
one of the Top 100 festivals in Ontario! 
 
 We hope you will enjoy your stay in Kapuskasing and participate in many of the activities 
being offered during this Festival weekend.  We also hope that you will enjoy your time at the Carlo 
Cattarello Sports Complex which this weekend has been transformed into a camping area for this 
special event. 
 
 You are kindly informed of the following rules and regulations which you must follow when 
camping at this site: 
I. This is a no-service camping area opened only for the Festival at $15 per day. 
II. There is no water, electrical or sewage service hook-ups available at this site.  
III. A daily service will be provided for removal of grey or waste water. This will occur on Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday at 10 a.m. for a fee of $35 payable to the contractor. (Must be three requests - please 
sign the board) 
Water is available in the building which you passed upon entering the campsite gate. You are responsible 
to clean the area once you have finished in order that it may remain neat for others. Please note that there 
are also toilet/shower facilities. 
I. As a visitor to the campsite you are advised that noise level must be kept to a minimum 
commencing at 11 p.m. 
II. You are responsible to maintain your camping area, put all garbage in the containers available at 
the site. 
III. There are to be no fires at the campsite. 
IV. For those campers utilizing the facility with a recreational vehicle from which you are able to 
detach your passenger vehicle, you must detach your passenger vehicle and park it outside the gate area in 
the parking lot. 
V. Exercise caution at all times. 
VI. To ensure safety and assist in preventing vandalism, grounds person(s) will be present on the site 
at all times. 
VII. All campers must vacate the premises no later than 2 p.m. Monday, July 28, 2008.  
 
 The Kapuskasing Economic Development Corporation and the Corporation of the Town of 
Kapuskasing will not be held responsible or liable for any damage, loss or theft associated with property 
of users at the camping site or for any damages or losses resulting from use of the site.  Please ensure your 
property is secured.
